Rules Revisions 2004

(N.B. Rule changes for the 2004 season are underlined)

1:3
Promoted clubs shall attain full membership of the League with voting rights at the Rules Revision meeting following their promotion. Relegated clubs shall cease membership of the League after the General Meeting prior to the Rules Revision following their relegation.
3:3 
All proposals for rules amendments and/or new rules to be received by the League Secretary in writing not later than the 30th September each year.

3:4
Clubs proposing amendments to the rules must attend the Annual Rules Revision Meeting to explain their proposals to the meeting. Clubs that have been relegated after the previous General Meeting may attend to explain their proposals, but they shall not be eligible to vote on them.

9:2:2
A player receiving a total of two formal warnings during the season will be automatically suspended from the next two matches in which he is eligible to play for his club under the auspices of the League.
11:4:2:4
A non-European Community citizen who is is ordinarily resident in this country is exempt from rule 11:4:2 if he fulfills ALL the following conditions:


i) he has been resident in the European Community for a period of twenty-four consecutive months before the date of his request for registration


ii) he has not been out of the European Community for longer than 35 days consecutively or 70 days in total during the previous twenty-four months


iii) any remuneration he receives from playing cricket is not the main source of his income

11:4:2:5
An overseas player who becomes permanently unavailable due to long-term injury, selection for a National squad or other exceptional circumstance may be replaced under the following conditions:

a. Documentary evidence must be supplied to substantiate the need for a replacement (doctor’s certificate, letter from the relevant National cricket board, or other such evidence)

b. Only one replacement per club may be made during a season

c. All requests must be made in writing to the League Secretary before June 30th of the current season, and the MC will consider each request on its merits. The decision of the MC shall be final.

12:4
Each club’s official must furnish the LEAGUE FIXTURE SECRETARY/REGISTRAR with a list of his team’s players in each match started on the team sheet provided by the League.

12:5
All result forms and team sheets to be posted by the HOME CLUB  to the LEAGUE FIXTURE SECRETARY/REGISTRAR so as to arrive by the Tuesday following the match.

12:9
In addition, the HOME CLUB shall enter all match details on to their play-cricket website by TUESDAY following the match. 

12:10
Clubs failing to fulfil this rule will be fined £2.00 for the first offence, £4.00 for the second offence, £6.00 for the third offence, £8.00 for the fourth offence etc.  In addition, if the details supplied on the website are incomplete or incorrect in any way, then the HOME CLUB shall be fined £1.00 for the first offence, £2.00 for the second offence, £3.00 for the third offence, £4.00 for the fourth offence etc.

13:9
In the event of a fixture not being started, or abandoned before half the scheduled overs as at the start of the game are completed, the game shall be replayed on the next available Bank Holiday Monday designated as a ‘replay date’ by the M.C. 

13:10
If no Bank Holiday Monday is available to either side, then the result of the game as at the time of abandonment/cancellation shall stand. 

17:1:2
No club can compete in the Derbyshire Premier Cricket League unless they run junior teams at the levels required for ECB Premier League accreditation. They must also have produced a Youth Development Plan for their club which has been lodged with the G.C.

17:2:2
Provided their pitch and ground ratings are satisfactory the top two teams in the feeder league shall be promoted and the bottom two teams in the Premier League shall be relegated. If either promoted side in the Feeder League does not meet with ground and pitch requirements the higher placed relegated side will retain their Premier League status.
